 The Athens-Clarke County mayor and commission has 
aproved placing a statue of Ben T. Epps, downtown near city hall and across from 120 E. 
Washington St., the location of the shop where Mr. Epps built the first airplane in 
Georgia. 
 The Ben Epps Statue Committee was organized to commission the statue and to 
help raise the $50,000.00 needed to make the statue a reality for downtown Athens. 
We’ve reached the $50,000.00 goal but another $3,000.00 in unexpected expenses has 
come up. The bronze statue has been completed but additional funds are needed for site 
preparation. We are working with the Athens-Clarke Heritage Foundation, a 501(c) (3) 
organization, so your donation is tax deductible.
